Jesus told parables that illustrated the principles that prayer is an OBLIGATION and a 
PRIVILEGE.

2.  Believers have PRIVILEGES AND PRESCRIPTIONS to pray as a practice.

3.  Jesus taught us that ACTION about prayer pays off.

4.  INFORMATION WITHOUT ACTION is of no benefit.

5.  Jesus taught us that PERSISTENCE in prayer pays off.

6.  Sometimes God leads us to his purpose THROUGH A PROCESS.


“And will not God bring about justice for his chosen ones, who cry out to him day and 


night?”  Luke 18: 7 (NIV)

7.  Jesus taught us that DEPENDENCE in prayer pays off.


“I tell you that this man, rather than the other, went home justified before God.”
