How to Pray Like a Righteous Man
“Therefore confess your sins to each other and pray for each other so that you may be healed.  The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective.”  James 5: 16  (NIV)
1.  There is nothing wrong with praying for WHAT YOU NEED.

“Is any one of you in trouble?  He should pray . . . Is any one of you sick?  He should call 


the elders of the church to pray over him and anoint him with oil in the name of the 
Lord.”  James 5: 13 – 14  (NIV)

2.  Elijah WORKED at his prayer.

“Elijah was a man just like us.  He prayed earnestly that it would not rain, and it did not 

rain on the land for three and a half years.”  James 5: 17  (NIV)

3.  Elijah was SPECIFIC in his prayers.

“. . . Elijah climbed to the top of Carmel, bent down to the ground and put his face 

between his knees.”  1 Kings 18: 42  (NIV)

4.  Elijah prayed for something he knew GOD WANTED TO DO.

5.  Elijah INVOLVED OTHERS in his prayers.


“I tell you that if two of you on earth agree about anything you ask for, it will be done for 

you by my Father in heaven.”  Matthew 18: 19  (NIV)

6.  Elijah acted like a man who believed HIS PRAYERS WOULD BE ANSWERED.

7.  Elijah prayed with the hope that his prayers would BE A WITNESS.
