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ICRC Adds Support to RCA Mission in India

When our previous international mission partner, Marlin Vis, left the mission field early in 2011, the Outreach Team began investigating options for our RCA Partners in Mission share.   We wanted to maintain an international aspect to complement our local and Alaska support.

Scott Engelsman of the RCA helped the team review alternatives.  After prayerful consideration, we have chosen Linn Gann from Mission Partners India (MPI).  MPI is a faith-based, nonprofit organization based in Holland. Organized in 2002, MPI works in partnership with the RCA and the indigenous church in South India to help marginalized women and children. MPI's goal is to work alongside the Church of South India and realize a shared vision to build sustainable, indigenous programs that promote the dignity of women and children.

The Church of South India is comprised of over 4 million members, most of whom are Dalits (people previously referred to as the "untouchables"). Both adults and children desperately need education and skills training to break out of the widespread cycle of poverty. In many regions of South India the rate of unemployment is 80 percent; consequently children are forced to work at a very young age in unsafe factories or as domestic servants to help provide food and shelter for their families.

As a mission consultant, Linn Gann builds bridges between the Church of South India (CSI), RCA churches, businesses, and individuals to provide programs and services that equip and empower these marginalized people. The key areas of focus are education to help break the cycle of poverty, empowerment through micro-enterprise initiatives, skills training and job creation, and the development of projects that promote a culture of mutual respect.

Key highlights of MPI’s work in the region:

Geegh Nursery School.   The school was founded in 1957 by Mary Geegh of the RCA. The school provides education and a safe environment, as well as breakfast and lunch, for 240 children daily.      

Banyan Tree Tailoring.  This micro-enterprise provides women with sewing training and a sewing machine.   They can earn up to $100/month to support their families upon completing the program.  

Give-a-Cow Program.   Another micro-enterprise which provides families the opportunity to obtain a cow and begin a milk sale business.   They can receive interest-free loans and avoid becoming indebted for multiple generations to unscrupulous lenders.

Linn has over 10 years' mission experience, including work in Bosnia and Croatia training refugees in micro-enterprise projects. She first traveled to India in 1998 to bring donations to Geegh Nursery School – Mary Geegh was her great aunt. Since 2004 Linn has served through the RCA Mission Volunteer Program as a business consultant to the Church of South India and its mission institutions. Linn is a graduate of Hope College. 

Linn will be visiting ICRC on Sunday August 7 and speaking at both services.   We will have a Continental Breakfast reception between services.  There is a sign-up sheet in the Family Life Center.
