Many of the women that use Hannah’s House services would gain tremendously to hear what experienced, independent individuals have to say.  The women need guidance and direction in many different areas; often they have missed out on having positive role models to direct their path.   One thing that the Quality Living mentors have discovered is the women have far more questions than we can provide answers to on our own!  All we are seeking is someone to visit for a couple of hours one evening to chat with the ladies about something special that could be beneficial to them. Do you have special talents in any area of everyday living such as:

· Cooking nutritional food, meal planning

· Are you a coupon whiz or a really good deal finder?

· What landlords expect from tenants and how they select tenants

· Are you in the insurance business and could spare a couple of hours explaining car insurance, renters insurance or any applicable information  

· How to make decisions regarding large ticket purchases, new versus used -- TV’s, cars, home appliances

· Whether or not to buy a car, vehicle maintenance, how expensive is it really?

· Job interviewing - do you hire and what do you look for

· Child development tips

· Gardening, what, when, where, how, how big, how small

· How to effectively communicate with governmental agencies and professionals - these situations can be very intimidating

· Household management, calling a repair guy, is it your responsibility or the landlords? How do you find reliable repairmen?
